	SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION


Local teams of community and school representatives can apply for scholarships from the Oregon Commission on Children and Families.  The agency has a federal “Alternatives to Suspensions and Expulsions” grant to encourage effective community strategies to address issues like bullying, threat assessment and management, and student behavioral concerns.

Local teams are organized and managed by the Lead Agency responsible for juvenile crime prevention under the county’s comprehensive plan for children and families or a Tribal juvenile crime prevention plan.  Lead agencies may designate another entity to lead the local team.  Some counties and tribes do not send teams to the institute.

The Oregon Commission on Children and Families will pay a maximum team reimbursement of $1,750 to the local lead agency after the institute.  Eligible costs are registration fees, overnight lodging, and mileage for team members with documented attendance at the institute.  The team scholarship will defray, but not completely pay, the costs for team members.

The scholarship program is separate from the institute registration process.  All persons must register and pay the Oregon Commission on Children and Families in advance.

There is no funding available for individual scholarships but persons may contact the local JCP Lead Agency for their county or tribe to see if they can be part of the local team.

Clay Roberts – Building Developmental Assets in School Communities

This keynote address will provide the rationale and benefits for using the Developmental Assets framework for building safe and caring communities.  He will share strategies for building developmental assets in school communities that will help children and youth achieve academic, social, and life long success.  
Duke White, Film Producer/Writer 
Keynote:  “Silent Message” was a project initiated by Savenia Falquist and a group of high-risk teens from Madras Senior High School's Youth Development Team in Madras Oregon.  The project was inspired by the murder and rape of a 14-year-old girl.  The group of young people with the Madras Youth Development Team decided that something needed to be done about a problem very few people seemed to be addressing, “sex abuse”.  The courage and fortitude of a group of high risks youth, a few adults and a family of filmmakers provided the launch pad for “Silent Message”.  

“Silent Message” is the story of three fictional teenage characters, Lily, Clint, and Maria, who have all been sexually abused and their reactions to their abuse.  During the process of filming the narrative it was decided to add interviews of victims and professionals to help people understand how to protect families from sex abuse.

WORKSHOPS – Session A 

Tuesday - July 10

10:30 a.m.  – 12:00 p.m.

A-1 Youth Gambling:  What’s the Big Deal? – Wendy Hausotter, MPH, Public Health and Prevention Coordinator, DHS Problem Gambling Services

Oregon Healthy Teens data indicates a correlation between youth gambling and increases in other risk behaviors such as use of weapons, fighting, drinking and using drugs, yet little or no attention is paid to gambling.  In fact, many promote it as a harmless recreational activity.  This session will provide useful information on an increasingly popular activity that is far from risk free and will address what can be done to minimize harm from gambling.
Workshop Outcomes:  Participants will be able to:  a) understand the nature, extent and potential risks of Oregon youth problem gambling; b) identify signs and symptoms of problem gambling among youth; c) incorporate problem gambling prevention into existing prevention efforts using free resources provided by the state.

Workshop Level:  Introductory
A-2 Addiction Counselors - Part 1 of A-2 Ethics for 2 – Pauline Martel, BA, CPS, Director of Prevention and Training, Umpqua Community College
This course is designed to introduce students to the established professional codes of ethics that define the professional context within which the addiction counselor works.  Students will become knowledgeable about federal and state laws and regulations that apply in the field of substance abuse treatment.

Workshop Outcomes:  Participants will be able to:  a) interpret and apply appropriate federal, state and agency regulations and laws; b) recognize ethical dilemmas; c) make ethical decisions that reflect respect for cultural and lifestyle diversity in the therapeutic process; d) integrate current professional literature and research into their clinical activities; e) recognize situations in which supervision is appropriate and seek supervision to address; f) identify personal feelings and reactions that impact the “counseling relationship”; g) develop strategies to maintain one’s own physical and mental health.

Workshop Level:  Introductory/Advanced

A-3 Dream Catchers – Annette Chastain LCSW, Caroline M. Cruz, Addictions & Mental Health 
Show your artistic talent.  No artistic talent?  Everyone will leave this workshop with his or her own personalized dream catcher made by him or herself!   While listening to the instructions you will also learn how dream catchers have been utilized as a therapy tool with youth experiencing mental and behavioral health issues.

Workshop Outcomes:  a) Create your own dream catcher; b) Learn tips of how dream catchers have been used as a therapy tool with youth; c) Understand the Native American legend associated with dream catchers.

Workshop Level:  Introductory

A-4 Reducing Bullying Using Stages of Change and the Transtheoretical Model – Susan McFadden, Prevention Programs, Channing-Bete

This workshop engages the participants in discussion on the proven science of behavior modification using the Stages of Change and transtheoretical model.  They will learn about each of the stages and how advancement through these stages effectively improves outcomes of reducing bullying behavior among youth ages 9 through 17.

Workshop Outcomes:  Participants will:  a) identify the 5 Stages of Change; b) understand how effective behavior modification is accomplished by employing the Stages of Change; understand the transtheoretical model and how it integrates evidence-based psychology into the Stages for effective outcomes.

Workshop Level:  Introductory
A-5 Difficulties of People from Middle East (Especially Iranian) Ancestry in Oregon – Marjan Baradar, Licensed Professional Counselor, National Certified Counselor, Oregon Counseling Center
This workshop will identify difficulties of people of Middle East specifically Iranian Ancestry in Oregon.  The levels of difficulties this population experience in the white culture will be examined in the family, school, work and social setups.

Workshop Outcomes:  a) Participants will have more understanding of people with Middle Eastern Culture; b) Participants will be more sensitive to challenging families and students from Middle Eastern culture; c) Participants will learn skills in working more effectively with people of culture (specifically of Iranian heritage).

Workshop Level:  Introductory
A-6 Health Curriculum Showcase and Overview – Tanya Frisendahl, Health Education Specialist, Oregon Department of Education 

This workshop is focused on getting research based, best practice curricula into the hands of the participants.  A brief overview of each curriculum will be shared.  Curricula will be on display for participants to review.  There will be a hands-on activity that will enable everyone to look through a curriculum and become familiar with the format, lessons and support materials.  They will share their findings with others at their table.  Each person will leave with a variety of helpful tools and information to take back to their staff to share.

Workshop Outcomes:  to provide participants a) opportunity to review their curriculum; b) an opportunity to explore the format of their curriculum and the lessons; c) with training they can use with their staff to introduce the new curriculum.

Workshop Level:  Introductory/Advanced

A-7 Violence Toward and Within Tribal Communities – John Spence, MSW, PhD (Gros Ventre/Sioux)

The violence of oppression has taken many tolls on tribal communities - one of which being the manifestation of a conflict described as “lateral oppression” or lateral violence.  Lateral oppression is violence directed at other tribal people by their own people.  Lateral oppression takes many forms, both verbal and physical, and occurs most often without understanding the cycle of oppression and its impact.  We will explore the origins, symptoms and consequences of historical and generational oppression, lateral oppression, and lateral violence and how it creates obstacles for tribal communities.  Also, we will identify culture as a protective factor to engage strategies to counter violence in its many forms.

Workshop Outcomes:  a) gain an understanding of historical and generational oppression toward tribal communities; b) gain an understanding of lateral oppression/violence as a barrier to prevention, treatment, and wellness in tribal communities; c) learn about cultural protective factors that have been developed by tribal communities.
A-8 Mobilizing Rural Communities with Minimum Fund Assets, Taking the $$$ out of Re$ources – Peg VanderZanden, Oregon Commission on Children and Families.  Co-Presenters:  Maija Yasui and Brenda Comini
How do we mobilize rural communities when funds are so minimal? Assets are where it is at! Some of your greatest community assets are being overlooked because we think the only way to make something happen is with money.  On the contrary, this workshop will provide real life examples of rural communities that have not only found and utilized local assets but have begun to leverage those assets to the point of attracting federal funding.  

Workshop Outcomes:  a) The participant will recognize that some of their greatest community assets have nothing to do with money; b) The participant will learn the importance of building relationships in true collaborative efforts; c) The participant will discover local untapped relationships, resources and assets to assist in mobilizing their own chosen issue.

B-3 The Cultural Exchange and the Many Faces of Multiculturalism – Annette Chastain LCSW and Co-Presenters Caroline M. Cruz and Shane Lopez-Johnson, Addictions & Mental Health Division, Department Human Services

This is an experimental activity that creates opportunities for participants to experience cross-cultural communication in multicultural environments.  This process typically results in deeper understanding of:  assumptions and misconceptions; stereotyping and prejudice; group identity and belonging; non-verbal patterns of communication; conflict development and resolution and the depth and complexity of cultures.

Workshop Outcomes:  Participants will:  a) Create, practice, and interact with the other cultures; b) Describe and analyze their experience; c) Engage in dialog to understand connections to real life experience.

Workshop Level:  Introductory

B-4 The EPISS to Combat Gangs – Franklin D. Weaver (aka Ron), Counselor/Multicultural Services Coordinator, Oregon Youth Authority

The E.P.I.S.S. to Combat Gangs training session will provide its participants with profile information on Oregon Gangsters, their mentality, resource information, tools, skills, processes and methods that are Evidence Based.  We will explain the gang subculture, how it evolves, and the consistent high-risk contributors that are static, dynamic, environmental, social/societal, economical and criminogenic.  The learning Goal for this session:  Increase awareness and understanding of Gangs in Oregon, how they evolved, their mentality, their impact and effective multifaceted collaborative responses to prevent, intervene or suppress the negative outcomes of gangs.

Workshop Outcomes:  Participants will learn about a) Oregon Gang Member Profiles – the most active groups, their activity, mentality and effective ways to get positive outcomes when interacting.  The involvement of non-traditional groups; b) Assessing the Mentality of Gang Members – An interactive exercise “Being in a Gang” how engaged is he/she?  Effective ways to remove the barriers of communication.  List handout; c) Research driven Evidence Based practices, OYA’s Street SMARTS program and resources on proven programs and practice.

Workshop Level:  Advanced
B-5 Raising Healthy Children in Your Community – Rick Cady, Cady & Associates, University of Washington
Challenged with finding direction for your community coalition?  Searching for ways to apply the current prevention science technology in your community?  This workshop will provide you with the knowledge and tools to introduce the Communities That Care (CTC) prevention science operation system in your community.  CTC has been proven to mobilize a community and enhance its ability to make data driven decisions on programs that will address research based predictors of adolescent problem behaviors – delinquency, violence, substance abuse, teen pregnancy, school drop-out and depression/anxiety.  Only a community working in harmony can address these problems.  Come learn about CTC and find out if it can be of benefit to your community as it has in hundreds of other communities.

Workshop Outcomes:  Participants will:  a) understand the research-base of Communities That Care, the implementation process and benefits to a community; b) determine if Communities would enhance prevention in their community; c) determine if Communities That Care could be of benefit, create a timeline for introducing CTC to the community.

B-6 The Journey of Grief:  What to Anticipate & What to Pack – Marilyn Cady, Grief Educator & Consultant

In our society we are subtly encouraged not to consider death or other losses until they are upon us.  We find ourselves in the wilderness of grief without adequate preparation, tools or a map that will lead us out at the completion of our journey.  In this workshop we will consider the potential results of carrying unresolved grief, how men grieve differently than women, the factors that affect how we experience various losses, and the importance of ritual in healing our grief.  Through discussion, lecture and exercises, we will shed light on the path that ultimately leads us home.

Workshop Outcomes:  Participants will:  a) become familiar with the factors affecting our responses to grief; b) identify how grieving patterns differ between men and women; c) develop an understanding of the role of ritual in healing grief.

This workshop will discuss what trafficking is, how to identify victims, what laws are in place to prosecute these heinous crimes and the services available to help victims recover.

Workshop Outcomes:  a) Understand the crime of human trafficking and identify the hidden victims; b) Learn the law involved to protect the victims and prosecute the perpetrators; c) Evidence of Success.

B-9 That’s so Gay:  Working with Gay, Lesbian, or Other Gender Non-Conforming Youth – Evan King, LCSW
Do you work with youth who are gay, lesbian or perceived to be so?  Do you know how to make things safe for them?  Do you know the impact for our youth of color?  In this interactive workshop you will meet the youth, develop strategies and learn effective interventions.

Workshop Outcomes:  a) Increase knowledge about LGBTIQQ (lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgendered, intersexed, queer and questioning) youth and needs; b) Identify risk factors for this population; c) Identify, interrupt, and prevent prejudiced behaviors.

C-1 A Proven Program:  Bridging Schools, Families & Communities; Hands & Words Are Not For Hurting Project; Reducing Community Violence One Person at a Time – Vikki Deuel, Principal, Walnut Middle School, Grand Island, NE; Mary Ann Richards, Counselor, Walnut Middle School, Grand Island, NE, 
Co-presenters:  Ann S.  Kelly, Founder/Executive Director Hands & Words Are Not For Hurting Project; Pete Teller, Child Development Specialist and Counselor, Walker Middle School, Salem-Keizer Public Schools; Vangela Lampee, MS, Counselor, Quentin Elem.  School, Avondale, AZ
This workshop will provide participants with simple and very effective models for violence prevention and reduction.  Studies show dramatic changes in schools and communities.  Speakers from national award-winning abuse/violence prevention education programs will share their results and provide a template for workshop participants to use to achieve the same results.

This workshop will be a brief exploration of drugs of abuse; how they affect the brain and the variety of ways they affect behavior.  Understanding these relationships can help professionals gain perspective about the causes of certain kinds of inappropriate behavior and deal more effectively with brain impaired drug users.

Workshop Outcomes:  Participants will:  a) become familiar with how the brain works with and without drugs; b) have more knowledge about the general expected effects of common drugs of abuse; c) appreciate the power of drugs of abuse to alter brain chemistry and hence behavior whether at intoxication, addiction or withdrawal.

C-5 Disproportionate Discipline – John Lenssen, Consultant

This workshop will identify the factors that result in disproportionate discipline for students of color in Oregon schools.  We will examine school culture, bias, intercultural communication, and the dynamics of exclusion.

Workshop Outcomes:  a) Participants will examine the dynamics that result in unfair outcomes for students of color; b) Participants will explore solutions, strategies and training to address and prevent disproportionate discipline.

Workshop Level:  Introductory

C-6 Getting to the Core of the Hurt:  Relational Aggression and Girls – Catherine Malinas, MA.  Manager of Training and After School Programs, Girls Incorporated of NW Oregon.
Rumors, social alienation and critical judgments are frequent experiences in girls’ lives.  These harmful behaviors are often ignored because girls and adults alike normalize them in our culture.  How can service providers, teachers, and parents promote healthy relationships between girls in various environments? This experiential training provides an overview of relational aggression, the Allies in Action conflict resolution model, and is essential for school social workers and anyone working with adolescent girls.  

Workshop Outcomes:  a) The trainers will lead participants through the Allies In Action curriculum sessions intrinsic to sustaining lasting change, and assist girls to learn ways to communicate assertively and respectfully; b) Participants will gain tangible skills for diffusing instances of relational aggression between girls ages 8-18.  Central to the workshop training is an exploration of the racial and class tensions fueling relational aggression.

C-7 Mediation and Conflict Resolution:  Prevention Tools for Youth and Families – Christina Albo, Clackamas County Family Court Services Youth and Family Mediation Program; Co-presenters:  Antonia Bastiani, Amber Boydston

This interactive workshop will introduce the mediation and conflict resolution programs that Clackamas County Family Court Services offers:  youth and family mediation, peer mediation, conflict resolution skills groups, and theater and conflict resolution.  Participants will learn about the research that supports this work, and will engage in activities that you can use in your work.

Workshop Outcomes:  Participants will a) learn about research in youth and family mediation and conflict resolution; b) see how research in conflict resolution can be applied to different programmatic prevention strategies; c) do activities that they can use in their work.

C-8 We Can Prevent Youth Suicide! – Jill Hollingsworth, MA, Prevention Specialist, Looking Glass Youth and Family Services.  Co-Presenter:  Donna Noonan, MPH, Youth Suicide Prevention Coordinator, and Oregon Public Health Division

We’ll explain, demonstrate and involve you in strategies for prevention.  We’ll explore barriers and how to get past them.  This workshop will introduce several strategies for suicide prevention including a new comprehensive school-based program, RESPONSE that was developed in Oregon and will be implemented in several schools in the fall of 2007.

Workshop Outcomes:  Participants will:  a) be able to identify myths and facts in suicide prevention; b) be able to name strategies to include in a comprehensive suicide prevention program; c) be able to name the strategies and steps necessary to implement RESPONSE; d) leave with an understanding of why schools are an appropriate setting for suicide prevention; e) be able to name intervention skills training programs and be able to identify resources for accessing them.

C-9 Learning About Self and Others - Caroline M. Cruz, State Prevention Coordinator, Addictions and Mental Health Division, Oregon Department of Human Services

Ever wonder why you are opposite to some people?  People with preferences opposite to yours tend to be opposite to you in many ways.  They are likely to be weak where you are strong, and strong where you are weak; each type has its own set of strengths and abilities.  There is no right are wrong to these preferences; they simply produce different kinds of people who are interested in different things, are good in different fields and often find it hard to understand each other.  An understanding of types in general and your own type in particular can help you personally, on your job or in choosing a career.  

Workshop objectives:  Participants will be able to; a) take a self-administered assessment of your type; b) have a better understanding of self and others.

D-1 Drugs, Alcohol and Crime – How Reclaiming Futures Breaks the Cycle – Benjamin Chambers, Project Director, Reclaiming Futures, Multnomah County
Learn about new, systemic approach to helping teenagers caught in the cycle of drugs, alcohol and crime.  Reclaiming Futures promotes opportunities and standards of care in juvenile justice to assure that youth in trouble with the law receive the drug and alcohol treatment they need to stay drug/crime free.

Workshop Outcomes:  a) participants will be able to discuss the substance abuse/mental health treatment needs of youth in the juvenile justice system nationally and locally; b) participants will be able to describe the key components of the Reclaiming Future model and how to use it to improve treatment outcomes for youth in the justice system; c) participants will learn about an upcoming competitive opportunity for their community to participate in a Reclaiming Futures initiative.

D-2 ATLAS & ATHENA:  Effective steroid, drug and alcohol prevention for high school students, ultimately reducing aggressive behavior and preventing violence – Melissa Durham, MPH, Director of Communications, Center of Health Promotion Research, Oregon Health & Science University
ATLAS and ATHENA are two evidence-based, gender-specific, health promotion programs for high school student athletes.  They are recognized as national model programs by multiple government agencies.  The background and research outcomes for the programs will be explained and workshop participants will be exposed to the interactive curriculum activities.

Through active engagement in their communities, young people can be important agents of change.  Through their engagement, young people grow and develop in positive ways.  Participants in this workshop will learn about eight avenues for youth engagement identified by Search Institute and the W.K.  Kellogg Foundation.  They will learn skills and strategies for becoming effective partners with youth in the design, implementation and evaluation of violence prevention programs.

Civil Rights tenets and principles remain effective avenues to help ensure equal educational opportunity in K-12 schools.  We will examine federal, state and local civil rights law, along actual Oregon school cases, as a means to respond to discrimination and harassment while working to prevent hate and violence.

Workshop Outcomes:  Participants will be able to:  a) understand federal, state and local civil rights laws as applied to K-12 settings; b) identify valid allegations of protected class discrimination and harassment; c) utilize human and electronic resources as tools to inform self and others.

Under the leadership of the Josephine County Mental Health Department, a dozen community organizations have joined together to create a College Dreams Program to encourage and support the career dreams of local youth.  The College Dreams Program is modeled after two national programs that have had remarkable results with teenagers, such as doubling high school graduation rates, tripling college entry rates, and reducing delinquency and teen parenthood by 34 to 50 percent.  Program inspires students to focus on school, future.  Sometimes, dreams need a little help coming true.  And sometimes, youngsters need an infusion of hope before they can begin to dream.

Workshop outcomes: Participants will understand the College Dreams Program process and outcomes achieved and the successes of the students in the program.

D-8 School-Wide Positive Behavior Support:  Implications for Other Settings – Kimberly Ingram-West, Ph.D., Linn Benton Lincoln ESD.  Co-Presenter:  Scott Reed, Oregon PBS Trainer
Positive Behavior Support (PBS) is an evidence-based, systems change effort that has given hundreds of schools effective tools to meet increasing demands to create safe learning environments in which all students succeed.  However, PBS is not for schools alone.  Other settings, including corrections and residential treatment facilities, have utilized the tenants of PBS to create effective environments.  

Workshop outcomes:  a) Participants will be able identify features of the prevention-based logic behind positive behavior support as related to effective interventions; b) Participants will be able to identify the critical features of Positive Behavior Support for both educational and non-educational settings; c).  Examples of effective PBS non-school settings will be provided

D-9 Effects of Parental Incarceration on Children – The Invisible Victims – Cindy Duran, Family Advocate, Glenna Hayes Director Center For Family Success

Hear from an ex-offender the results of her Meth use and the effect that the subsequent incarceration had on her children.  In addition, this workshop will provide information on Oregon trends regarding parental incarceration, long and short term effects of parental incarceration on children and finally, effective parenting strategies and supports to end the cycle crime.

Workshop outcomes:  a) Understand how incarceration is creating a generation of “invisible victims” that if not addressed will likely create another generation of criminality; b) Learn effective strategies to assist the parent; c) Learn effective strategies to assist the child.
