In June 2020, ECONorthwest completed a Market and Economic Impact Study for this project. Per their
analysis, the $5 million project should support 31 construction jobs during the year, and spending by
construction businesses and worker households will, in-turn, contribute secondary impacts of 17 jobs and $2.1
million in spending elsewhere in Yamhill County. The economic impacts of theatre operations on Yambhill
County in year five will total $888,718 and result in 9 full time jobs, not to mention the secondary econamic
impacts.
